FOOTNOTES: Shot #1 showed no signs of seepage after fuel line was raised above entry/exit. Shot #6 leaked less than 1 teaspoon out of 
exit in 5 minutes at an average rate of 1 drip every 8-9 seconds. All leaking / seepage stopped at or around 7:33.
No "spurt" was noticed on any entry. Tank was filled with fuel untill roughly 3" from top.
